The 8th & 13th were both PCS at Clark Air Base in the Philippine Is. under the 405th Fighter Squadron.

From the first TDY deployment in 65 each squadron did a rotating tour of 60 days. The aircraft, air crew and maint. crews rotated on the same schedule..................except for the weapons ground crews. They were always short of weapons people and we would get hit with TDY extensions.

I was assigned 8th TBS on paper but I as well as all of the other "BUMMERS" served with both squadrons regardless of what squadron you were assigned to on paper. We would over the course of the whole tour get back to the P.I. for a couple of weeks of working R&R. When the squadrons rotated to Vietnam they came under the control of the 35th TFW. until mid 1968 when the 13th was de-comissioned due to lack of aircraft. The remaining aircraft were combined with those of the 8th TBS and the 8th was made PCS at Phan Rang SVN.

Personally: I arrived in the P.I. in Aug. of 66. I did some OJT training on the B-57 and by early September I received orders for Vietnam, Danang Air base SVN. The 13th was "In country" at that time. I believe I was at Danang until the last 2 weeks of December 66. I got back to the P.I. for a couple of weeks.

After that short respite I received new orders to return to Vietnam in Jan. 67. A group of us flew back to Danang only to find out that the whole operation had been moved south to Phan Rang.

We hitched a ride south and took up residence and duty. For awhile, we billeted in hooches left over from the 101st ABN. until the USAF and RMKBRJ got the new barracks built.

With the exception of 2 short trips back to the P.I. I was at Phan Rang until the begining of Dec. 67. I was slated to DEROS from the P.I. the second week of Dec. 67. Iand a couple other BUMMERS had to go over the Lt, in charges head to get out of Nam. out of 16 months I spent 372 days TDY to Vietnam.
